Fred Monnery 1922-2010
It is with regret to announce the passing of another of SEAMS founder members.  Walter Frederick Monnery better known to all of us as ‘Fred’ died on October 31st at the age of 88.
Fred was born on the Knepp Castle estate where his father worked as a Carter.  Later they moved to West Grinstead and Fred started work at Needs Farm for the Beck Family. In time he became Cowman and later Head Cowman and all in all worked for three generations of the family over a span of 51 years, retiring in 1987. Whilst working in the cowshed one day a young lady came to visit. She was there to see relations but Fred caught her eye and Doris duly courted and wed Fred at West Blatchington. They were together for over 65 years. 
But it is his hobby that he is best remembered to us. Fred started showing engines around 1963 borrowing the farms International LA engine and Bentall cake cracker that he had used regularly in preparing cattle feed before the advent of bagged stuff. At weekends their trusty two-tone blue Dormobile was pressed into service taking them to rallies around the country. He also had a Wolseley WD2, a Petter A1, a Lister D and his pride and joy, a Lister A petrol/paraffin model, although his favourite was always the International. After retirement Fred and Doris were able to devote more time to engines. They regularly organised a line of engines for the West Grinstead and District Ploughing Match and supported many of the local shows especially the Bat and Ball rally, run for a period by their daughter and son-in-law Maureen and John Wooldridge. 
With the arrival of SEAMS in 1991, Fred and Doris regularly helped at club nights with the Teas and selling Raffle tickets and they were usually the first to arrive at events with their caravan and faithful dog, Beanie. They would help with putting out the stakes and packing up, often the last to leave the following day. Fred also greeted everyone at the club Bring-and-Buys and cheerfully extracted 50p from you! 
Another of Fred’s pastimes was woodwork. He loved making things in his shed, Planters, Bird boxes and Spoon Racks for Doris’s ever growing collection of Silver Spoons. He also liked to grow his own Veg. Always cheery whatever the weather you could rely on Fred!
Latterly with decreased mobility Fred’s visits to rallies became less and they gave up attending club nights a few years back. Unfortunately in 2009 Fred had to give up driving. Without their independence and living in an isolated cottage, every day life became more difficult. A few outings were managed in 2010 courtesy of friends including their local churches Transport Festival, which was to be the last outing for the caravan and the Upper Beeding Summer Fete.  A return visit to a favourite event at Peter Vandendyck’s Foxleigh Barn unfortunately had to be cancelled. 
Fred became very poorly in September although he was still ever cheerful when I visited last, just 2 weeks before he finally slipped away, peacefully at home.
Our sympathies are with you Doris and your family.

 Englefield Estate Yard Open Day 
 2010

If you have time to spare as the silly season draws to a close, and are looking for an interesting place to visit for a couple of hours, the annual steam-up at the Englefield Estate (just off the A4, on the road to Pangbourne) may be the place to go. 
This is an informal week-end gathering of enthusiasts that happens towards the end of October each year – only known about by word of mouth – and it seems to be gathering pace as time goes by. This year, there were about half a dozen full size traction engines, and many smaller steamers, which all poodle around the estate saw-mill yard, (the health a safety nightmare hasn’t hit this event so far!) together with visitors classic and older vehicles on display, which just turn up and park on site. 
We took our Austin 7 and New Hudson auto-cycle, and there were many other classics dotted around the yard, including a couple of large Scammels, a fire engine, cars and bikes and a superb 1916 International Titan 10-20 tractor. On the Stationary side of things, those on display this year included a Lister B and D, Amanco, Bungalyte, a small Bernard pump, a Coventry Victor 1600cc flat 4 (which used to run a saw), a cut-away Lister D, Ruston Hornsby PT generator, a big 1930 Villiers W-X11, a 30cc Wyvern, a Robey Horizontal 2 inch scale steamer, an Aveling and Porter 2 inch scale compound roller, a Witte drag saw, a big Blackstone and the huge 25 HP RH5 which we see at a few functions. 
The estate’s two permanent steam engines, still used to power machinery when needed, are an 1899 Ransomes, Sims and Jefferies, and an 1863 Clayton and Shuttleworth, both of which hiss away merrily all weekend – the former was put to work while we were there to power a saw-bench via line shafting in the room adjacent. 
There is also a barn with various old bits of machinery and bygones – all in all, something for everyone. If you fancy a visit next year, we’ll get to hear when it’s on, and can let you know.
