NATIONAL TRACTOR SHOW

November 4th 2007

We had seen this event advertised in many magazines and as it was one of Wendy’s weekends off we thought we would have a look.  Steve Durrant was also keen to go to the show so just after 07.30 on the morning of the first Sunday in November we headed off to Peterborough and the East of England Showground.

The event was run by Kelsey Publishing (who are based in Kent), a company who produce many magazines for the enthusiast including Tractor and Machinery (now with a new editor), Stationary Engine and Farm and Horticultural Machinery.   The show was spread over four halls, the first hall which housed the trade and more modern machines had only been finished on the Thursday prior to the show and the lights inside were temporary, however this will be an ideal venue once completed for such events.  Many preservation clubs were present with their stalls and displays, amongst them were VHGMC and the FOFH so we spent some time there having a chat, both clubs had good displays.  

For the horticultural enthusiast there was the addition of a large display of Ransomes MG Crawler tractors, the most I have ever seen in one place at one time and showed the evolution of the machine which was made from 1936 until 1966.  Any tractor enthusiast would have been impressed by what was on show, the condition of the machines ranged from `just removed from a hedge’ to concours examples, all makes and models were catered for.
