ARDINGLY VINTAGE SHOW JULY 9-10TH 2011
Ian Sampson has marshalled the Ardingly engine section for many years and in the early days, it was a family effort with a young Phillip and Christopher manning the booking in shed. Last year Ian decided to step down so we were lucky to have Tony Peirce join the Ardingly Show committee to keep SEAMS involved. Tony is an active member of the club and like Ian, is a regular at SEAMS events. He is also our membership secretary taking an active role in the Club committee despite struggling a little with his health in recent years. Denzil Ham handled the more active part of marshalling both engines and camping area and did a good job ensuring everything was kept neat and tidy over the weekend.
Our traditional pitch was for many years in front of the Abergavenny building but last year,  the engines were moved next to the Steam engine section (and the main road). This year, the engine section was adjacent to the Auto jumble. Ian’s normal plan for engine only enclosures shows the engines to best effect without the clutter often associated with camping behind engines. The downside is the transport of heavy tools and equipment and the run for cover in wet weather. This year, Tony and Denzil set out the camping behind the engines as sufficient space was available in the new area. This worked well with caravans sited well back to allow a good uncluttered engine display but close enough for a cup of tea whilst keeping and eye on things. Ian and Tony’s arrangements reflect size and nature of the space available, both work equally  well and we have been lucky to have Ian and now Tony organising the display. 
This year, engine numbers were down to about 45 and a number of regular Ardingly exhibitors had booked elsewhere. In part this may be due to rising fuel costs, the wider choice of competing shows or even charging for plaques if you wanted one (introduced this year to save costs). It would not have been helped by last years suggestions about charging exhibitors as this has been strongly resisted since I first started with engines back in 1977. Despite fewer engines, the section was well filled and attracted plenty of public, especially in the morning when the auto jumble was a magnet for most visitors. The rest of the show was as good as ever with the excellent ‘Spirit of Kent’ Spitfire display on Sunday (with a first class view from the engine section) and of course the beer tent and entertainments...  Tony tells me we will have the same area for the engines next year so those who were undecided about coming this year, we hope to see you next year.
