There were eight stationary engines in total including a Wolseley WD11 owned by Brian Sharpe driving a Pullen pump.  Brian said the pump had only been given to him a few days earlier by a scrap man and he had restored it for the show.  He also had a 1929 Lister D driving a Lister domestic water pump.  Andrew Gisby and dad took along their very well restored 1911 Pilter, Rodney Ellwood took two engines to the show, a 1920 Amanco and a 1944 Onan generating set which started life in the US Navy.  

Rodney had acquired it many years later and put it in a friends boat The Bousaada, which was one of the little ships that rescued the British and French armies from the beeches of Dunkirk.  Derek and Brian Funnel came with their very nice 1909 Gardener O gas engine.  However the star of the show was Lorraine and Derek Carters late 1920 Nailer saw bench, which cut quite a few lengths of cord wood during the day and won best stationary engine working exhibit, which was a very impressive shield.  Lorraine and Derek asked me to say that the saw bench was restored by Ralf Woodhouse, and I must say what a very nice job he made of it.

A STORY OF A FOWLER by STEVE ROWLAND

Part two

With the weather turned for the better, early spring 2007 was the time to start stripping the Fowler.  After draining the diesel, a socket and wrench was taken to the one inch head bolts, one buy one they all broke their seal and came undone.  With the head lifted off exposing the pistons they were in remarkable condition.  

The next stage was to remove everything that could be unbolted.  Front and rear inspection covers, governor gear casing, cam covers, down to a make-shift brass blanking plate where Lister `D’ style oil filter should be, as previously mentioned.  Research on the internet showed that the early 2PB’s just had this oil level filter, where the later ones had a different casting incorporating a dip stick.

After the engine was stripped, inside and out of the hopper was wire brushed with an angle grinder and coated with `K’ rust which as we know turns any rust spores back to patent metal and not to rust again.
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Every other removable cast/steel item all went through this treatment including the main body.  Also during the winter, I had commissioned `Franks Tanks’ to fabricate a new genuine looking fuel tank.  My original plan was to purchase 2 x Lister `D’ tanks and make them into one tank.  I got as far as purchasing 2 tanks on eBay but then decided it would not look as good.  

My particular model of Fowler has two exhaust stacks and the distinctive fish tail ends.  Frank also had patterns for these as made sense for one package price.  On removal of the pistons, `o’ rings, valves plus drive gear it all seemed good.  These all had a clean in the wash tank and stored.  The bores  again seemed particularly good , no grooves or ridges, I was thinking that maybe this engine has really not had much use.  They only needed the glaze breaking with a hone then sprayed up for protection until assembly was required.

The engine colour was originally burgundy, this I can be sure of as enough of the original paint remained and non of the chips revealed another colour underneath.  Even the rear blanking cover that sometimes rots away had original colour inside.  I happened to see a particular article that said that `Japlac’ Burgundy was an ideal colour match, so a few tins were ordered up, a few because it seemed I could only get them in 500ml size.

The main casting and all bolt on plates all were painted with red oxide before top coats of Burgundy.  There has been some press about red oxide being a good or bad thing.  Its never failed for me on any restoration so I’ll keep using it.  The inside of the hopper was painted my trademark `Hammerite Powder Blue’.  This colour is discontinued now, so my local supplier rang all of his branches to secure one more tin, saying this is the last you’ll get.  

The mag needed an extensive clean, as the casing was white with ali oxide, all minor parts removed that could be, the main drive cog that engages directly to the eight inch diameter gear on the end of the cam shaft was already off before the winter as it ruptured the mag in situ.  At this stage I was still putting all my faith in the fact that I could get a spark from the one remaining plug lead when the engine was together.

I can’t remember if I did do the obvious thing of swapping the lead to the other feed before taking it apart, so I thought I would worry about that when it came to starting the engine.  As previously mentioned, the guy who owned the engine had broken the carb inlet only days before we arrived to look at it.  Ironically, at the Rudgwick show the previous year when he approached me I had bought the exact carb for a fiver just for missing screws for one of my other engines.  It was to my delight when the inlet I required was exactly the same… result!

Every part of the carb was photographed as I took it apart and other items like the cover off the float chamber that takes the fuel line in, had been snapped and stuck with a combination of Araldite and car filler.  Of course this was an item that I knew I had.  Once stripped – into the cleaning tank then to the bead blaster to bring back that Ali look.  

One thing that I knew was missing and would take some time to source/manufacture and refine was the governor arm that pivots on top of the governor casing through a 90° bend, one end hanging down to contact a rod that protrudes from the governor, length dependant on how fast the engine goes, the other end about nine inches long that would need to negotiate around the back of the carb to line directly with a linkage coming out of the carb.

Where do you start, the manuals did not show it in the detail I would require for manufacture and I did not know of anybody else with a 2PB.  I contacted Steve Sandilands in Scotland who by all accounts is a very busy guy but very willing to help.  Steve managed to send me a few pictures down as he owns a 2PB.  After a couple of lengthy phone calls discussing measurements, positions of bends and angle of bend, I could produce a drawing of what I needed to manufacture.
